Anallusides erinevaid teksti esinemisviise
toon paralleele uuritud jaotusi arvestades
oma praktilise tooga.

Praktilises osas valmib tootesarjast kott
“MAKE”, mida esitlen Estonian Fashion
Festivali raames virtuaalsel Mood-Perfor-
mance-Tantsu etendusel, mille raames
valmis tantsuline luhifilm. Praktiline osa on
seotud tekstl ja sonumi vahetu edastamise-
ga ning selleks disainisin tipograafiast in-
spireeritud kotid. Kottide aluseks on modu-
laartipograafia, ning tahed kottidel on muu-
detavad vahetatavate rihmadega.

Tootesarjas on neli kotti. M tahe rihmadega
saab muuta koti W taheks. K tahe saab
muuta | jJa H taheks. E tdhe saab muuta T
taheks. Koti disainide tagumisel poolel on
nahast ring, mille tmber rinmu poimides
saab koti kantavaks teha. Olenevalt tahest
ja poimimisest on kotid kantavad kui Ola-,
kae- Ja kandekotina.

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My graduation project is divided into two
parts. The first part is focusing on art phi-
losophy, as how text Is seen on images.
With every creative work or product there is
a need for text or simply a title. In my thesis
| concentrate on what is the meaning of dif-
ferent types of text In titles, how text can be
on Images and how text works as an art-
work itself.

The second part of the graduation project is
designing a bag product series inspired by
modular typography. The text as the same
with the meaning is “make” and it Is seen
when relocating the straps of the bag.

The modularity of the design is present with
the button rivet circle on the front of the
bag, which allows to set the straps to a let-
terlike position and the back of the bag
allows the wearer multiple ways to wear the
bag.

The design is centered around modular ty-
pography and counterforms of letters.
There are 4 types of bags, the main differ-
ence Is the direction of the zipper as the
position of the bag varies depending on
which letter is presented. One of the bags
IS two-parted and can be worn individually.

The bag, which can be put to all wanted let-
ters is made practically within the thesis
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
