,2Eesti muts” on kabimutsist ja kirivoo mustritest
iInspireeritud tudrukute ja naiste muts, mida
kanti Eestis enne teist maailmasoda. Peale
sOda said mutsid valiseestlaste seas oluliseks
identiteedikandjaks. Eri paigus tuntakse

neid mutse ,Eesti mutsi”, ,tanumutsi” vOi
,harimutsi” nime all. Loputoo raames uurisin
mutsi kudumistehnoloogiat ja kogusin inimeste
meenutusi ja fotosid mutsidest.

Eesti mutsi erilisest kujust ja kirevatest
mustritest inspireerudes kudusin
mutsikollektsiooni ,HARIKIRI". Kuna Eesti
mutse kooti varrastel, siis kohandasin
mutsiloike silmuskudumismasinal kootavaks.
Tegin vormikatsetusi ning I0in uued varvi- ja
mustrikombinatsioonid. Valminud mutsiseeriaga
soovin Eesti mutsi uuel moel tanavapilti tuua.
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“Estonian Hat” is a girls’and women'’s hat
inspired by hoof-shaped caps and woven

belt patterns, worn in Estonia before World
War Il. After the war, these hats became an
important symbol of identity among Estonian
expatriates. In different regions, they are known
as “Estonian hat,” “coif-hat” or “peaked cap.”
For my final project, | researched the knitting
techniques used for these hats and collected

people’s memories and photos of the hats.

Inspired by the unique shape and vibrant
patterns of the “Estonian Hat,” | knitted the
“HARIKIRI” hat collection. Since the “Estonian
Hat” was traditionally knitted on needles, |
adapted the hat pattern for use on a knitting
machine. | conducted shape experiments and
created new colour and pattern combinations.
With this hat series, | aim to bring the “Estonian
Hat” into the modern street style in a new way.
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
