vallendada oma motteid kujunes valja
naitusprojekt ,JAA INIMESEKS®. Tegemist
on uhisnaitusega, kus eksponeeritud teosed
on andnud tudengitele voimaluse
reageerida sOjale labi kaasaegse skulptuuri,
keskendudes eelkoige inimese olemusele ja
iInimkonnale.

Marksonad, mis naituse valmimist koige
paremini kirjeldavad, on kiirus, reaktsioon ja
leidlikkus. Vaid kahe kuuga onnestus saada
sOnadest “teeme naituse” reaalsus. Osa
vOttis viis uliopilast ja eksponeerimisele tuli
seitse tood.

Projekti toetas Tartu Kaubamaja, pakkudes
naituse eksponeerimiseks voimalust
keskuse esimesel korrusel.

The geopolitical instability and the war in
Ukraine has created a stiuation, where it's
difficult to put feelings into words or even
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talk about thoughts regarding the events.
The exhibition project “STAY HUMAN"
developed from the wish to support the
victims of the war and to express thoughts
that words could not. In this project the
sculpture students of Pallas University of
Applied Sciences united to react through
modern sculpture, while focusing on being
human and humanity.

Keywords that describe the process of the
curation of the exhibition are speed, reaction
and recourcefulness. In just two months the
words “let’s make an exhibition” became a
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reality. Five students from the sculpture
department took part and the exhibition
showed seven artworks.

Tartu Kaubamaja supported the exhibition
with the opportunity to broadcast the
message to the public by offering the first
floor of the shopping centre for sculptures.
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
